PROFILE

This week it is my pleasure to profile Div One coach Dwayne Prendergast.

Born and raised in Ashburton (Prendergast is a famous name in Mid Canterbury), Dwayne’s dad was
a Junior All Black and played over 100 games for Mid Canterbury and his two younger brothers
played close to 100 games for Mid Canterbury between them.

Dwayne played Hooker for most of his career, playing for Ashburton Celtic and representing Mid
Canterbury from U11 to the U18 grades. It was in 2001 whilst Captaining Mid Canterbury U18'’s that
misfortune struck when Dwayne broke his neck in a tackle ending up in Burwood’s Spinal Unit.
Fortune would have it that Dwayne was one of the lucky ones in that two vertebraes in his neck were
able to be fused, a plate inserted and he was able to walk again — rugby career over!

Dwayne had great potential as a player being best exhibited when he played in the final of the South
Island U18 as a 16 year old. Unable to give the game away he spent the next six years refereeing,
the last three at Senior level including one first class game. He spent a three month stint in Ireland
refereeing and like Dean Gage developed a taste for Guinness.

Dwayne decided it was coaching that was his real passion and has coached from 1997 til the
present time with a huge amount of success, winning five Senior Club Championships as a coach.

In 2006 Dwayne, his wife Sue along with their two sons (a third has since arrived — Loius now 9
months old) Liam 9 and Elliot 6 moved to Christchurch to give the kids a better crack at schooling
and sport and for Dwayne to further develop his coaching career.
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Dwayne is Production Manager at Benchmark Homes and in addition to co coaching CFC Div One
he also coaches his son’s two teams (won’t mention what club!) except to say that they are unbeated
in two season.

Thanks for your contribution Dwayne and to Sue from the Club, thanks for your patience and support
allowing him to do what he obviously does.

FROM DIV ONE MANAGEMENT.....

Last weekend saw the first ever game at Div 1 between Christchurch and newly promoted Sumner. It was a
hard fought game that swung on mistakes but in the end we came away with the 5 points necessary to keep
pressure on New Brighton at the top of the table.

How we saw the game

It was clear from the start that Sumner had targeted this game as one in which they needed to prove their
worth at this level. They took their time getting out of the shed but they obviously put the time in there to
good effect. They came out steaming and they took advantage of a couple of mistakes from us to get
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themselves onto the offensive very quickly. As proof of their state of mind they were able to convert that
opportunity into a try and with the whistle only just having blown we were down 5 nil.

Nothing like an early set back to hone the concentration. For the next 15 minutes they were still taking
every opportunity to hammer at us but we were now containing them on our defensive line and getting the
odd moment to execute on our own game plan. As proof of that their next attack ended with a missed
attempt at a drop goal and with their next opportunity they took the chance to get more points with a long
range penalty kick that was on target.

By the end of the first quarter we were down 8 nil but some of the steam was running out of the opposition.
Although they were still focused on pinning us down with an aerial bombardment their chasing was starting
to fall off the pace and our returns were making more yards. Possession and territory started to even out
and our set piece was slowly getting on top.

Around the 25 minute mark we got a scrum on the 22m line with a nice blind. A well executed heal had the
Sumner defence back peddling. Nick Roulston was able to break a couple of weak attempts at tackling and
scamper over the line wide out. Despite the difficulty Jason Merrett continued his fine form with the boot
and gathered in the extras. Things had evened up at 7 — 8 to them and the half’'s momentum had turned in
our favour.

By the end of the half Mark Abbott had got himself over for our second try, again converted by Jason and
Sumner had kicked another penalty to make it 14 — 11 at the break.

The second half was pretty much a repeat of the first. Sumner again blasted out of the blocks and had a try
within minutes of the whistle. This one they were able to convert to make the score 14 -18. However, it was
not a level of intensity they could maintain while we went about quietly winding our intensity up a notch.
Although it did not show on the scoreboard the momentum started to go our way again, just as it had in the
first half.

Pretty soon we were camped in their 22 and they were only holding us out by conceding penalties in the
breakdown. In short order, the Referee had had enough and binned their hooker and Matt Todd had run off
a nice off load from Nick Roulston and got across the line. Again, Jason Merrett stepped up and banged one
across from the sideline. That made the score 21 —18.

It was tense. Sumner were showing enough at this point to suggest they could climb back into this. A
penalty from them was all it would take. It needed one of those moments from our boys that they
periodically pull off to remind the opposition just who they are playing. Clearly Jason decided it was his turn
and after latching onto a long 22 drop out from Sumner pulled up just short of our 10m line and calmly
slotted a 58m drop goal.

Sumner were now desperate. They immediately got themselves onto the front foot through a charge down
close to our line. But now we were playing with assurance. The next scrum produced a good clearing kick
and an even better chase. The resulting turnover had us screaming back onto an attack that had Mark
Abbott held up across the line. More pressure applied at scrum time and the resulting phase play finally
produced another penalty. Jase, continuing his role as grim reaper, slotted that as well to make the score 27
- 18.

The return to half way gave Sumner the chance to get themselves out from under the hammer. A bit more
ball and territory gave them the opportunity to generate the pressure needed to collect another penalty
from us. They used it to bring the score back to 27 -21 but from an attacking perspective they had run out of
options.

We, however, were not quite done. After withstanding a couple of more attacks from Sumner in the last 5
minutes we got ourselves back down on their line. Again we camped there. This time, a clever dummy from



substitute half back, Baydon Phillips had him across the line right on full time. “Jase the Ace” added the
extra’s. Full time score 32 —21.

The 5 points from this game leaves us one point behind New Brighton going into the final week of the round.

Star Turns

It was hard to deny Jason his moment after that kick but the foundation for this win was laid by the forward
pack who had to absorb Sumner’s willing efforts and make them work. In recognition of the effort one of
their number, Chris “game day” Mason, playing at blindside flanker, was awarded Player of the Day for his
efforts in the dark areas of the park.

Jase couldn’t miss out however, the players voted him tour leader and he got to wear the yellow jersey.

We are playing Lincoln University out at the University this week. To be in with any chance to profit from a
hiccup by New Brighton at Belfast we need 5 points. And if you think this means nothing to LU, think again.
With a good proportion of our team studying at LU it is the sort of “mate on mate” clash that produces fast

intense footy.
