How we saw last week’s game

Given what had happened in the first round against New Brighton this was a game we were very motivated
to win. For New Brighton a loss here would be the end of their chances of making the top 4. Running out
onto the paddock both teams were pretty charged up. That told on the paddock as both teams were forced
to defend strongly within the first 5 minutes as the game swung from the Christchurch end to the New
Brighton end. New Brighton failed to capitalise on the penalty they won through that pressure but, yet
again, Jason Merrett proved the value of an accurate kicker by nailing his first penalty.

That lead was short lived, however, as some great pressure on the kicker by a New Brighton player in our 22
generated a charge down which became a try seconds later. That try was converted and having looked like
we were starting to get on top suddenly we were behind 3 -7.

The two teams continued to put each other under pressure trying to create opportunities. Both were
rewarded for their efforts through successful penalties, 2 to Christchurch, 1 to New Brighton to make it 9 —
10 to New Brighton at the end of the first quarter and no team had any real ascendancy with both
controlling their set piece and breakdowns.

As if to underline that, Matt Thatcher got our first try in exactly the same fashion as New Brighton’s effort. A
charge down off a kick within the New Brighton 22 saw the ball spill out over the try line and Matt being the
only one chasing it. Jason made sure we got to take full advantage and the score had jumped to 16 — 10 with
tries looking like they were going to be very difficult to create.

Normal programming resumed with New Brighton again collecting 3 points during their next excursion into
our territory and things were, once again, pretty even.

But as is often the case in tight situations, one piece of brilliance is all that is required to create the
advantage needed to win the game. The re-start generated a lineout for us on the halfway, the forwards
took it in for another 5m gain and when the ball got passed to Jase he stepped his opposite number, got free
and passed to Gary Redmond on his inside shoulder. Gazza quickly passed the ball out again to Vinnie
Booiman who had the remainder of the back line running outside him. From there simple draw and pass
outflanked the New Brighton defence and right winger Jessie Rush was over in the corner. It was a beauty,
close to, if not, the try of the season. Jason then made New Brighton pay again by getting the conversion
over from wide out.

At the blink of an eye we were up by 10 points with only minutes left on the clock for the half. That gap was,
in the end, the most decisive moment of the match. Half time score 23 —13.

New Brighton came out of the half time chat steaming. They soon had us hard on defence and despite
holding them up over the line and the ball being mostly on their side, the 2™ half was almost 10 minutes old
before they were able to add points through a penalty.

The rest of the half followed the same pattern. New Brighton holding onto the ball for long periods,
building phase after phase and our tacklers getting up and knocking the runners over. On the one
opportunity we were able to build any pressure we were able to collect another three points through Jase’s
boot and re-build our buffer but from the perspective of attack, it was all New Brighton. That they got very
little profit from it was testament to the quality of the defence. It would be fair to say tackling practice will
probably not be required this week. In the end it took the Ref taking one of our players out through a yellow
card to give them the opportunity they needed to get over the line.
