I had to pack a flask and a couple of sandwiches on Saturday for my journey to 
Rawhiti  - hey it’s a long way for an old fella! I arrived early knowing there were a 

couple of our teams playing…………..I was very impressed with the progress that Colts 
(prem) have made since I last saw them play at CFC. They’re playing a better brand 
of rugby and you can see what good coaching has done to these young guys. A bit of 

a hiding over New Brighton which was good, bearing in mind what was on offer later 
on. Can anyone tell me why this grade starts at 12.45 as some of us had ½ an hour 

standing around with finger up bum! 
 
From a distance I also saw the Thirds post another good win – keep it up guys. 

 
Well it had to happen didn’t it?  Against a good side with good forwards, a simple but 

effective game plan, and a never-give-up attitude, altogether meant that Div. 1 had to 
bring along their top game against a well drilled New Brighton side. Credit where 
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credit is due to New Brighton – we didn’t score enough points in the first half with the 

wind behind us, didn’t put enough pressure by keeping them camped in their 22 by

placement of the ball. (ie using the wind) It’s very hard to play with 20% of 
possession and 20% of territory. Hindsight is a great attribute and coaches Brad & 

Dwayne will have plenty to work on this week. Now sometimes I think that conditions 
should dictate the game plan we play – we all know that these guys like to have the 
ball in hand and give it plenty of air – Saturday was not that day  - with the wind in 

the 1st half it was a day to kick for position, get into their 22, rumble it a few times 
and commit all those stragglers to the ruck & maul then go wide.  

 
I think we have the makings of a team that will go all the way – some fine tuning here 
and there and Saturday’s reality check will go along way to putting things right here. 

Good training this week. 
 

A couple of thoughts: Tackle bags have a lot to answer for these days. Body positions 
aren’t low enough in real tackling situations and particularly forwards usually miss 
their first up tackle by getting brushed off. I can understand why Henry & Co, and 

Blackadder gave Issac the heave-ho – the tallest 1st five I’ve seen for some days!!! 
How many Kens from the CFC come along and watch our Div. 1 play – I counted 4 

and rising? Again can anyone help – Confused.

FROM DIV ONE MANAGEMENT….. 
  
It wasn’t the result we wanted but bonus points accumulated in previous weeks and in this game leave us 
at the top of the table on points difference.  A great position to be in going into the last 4 games for the 
Cup. 
 
How we saw the game 
It was a tough ol’ battle up front, particularly around the breakdown and if New Brighton had an edge 
anywhere on the day it was in that area.  Their ball retention was superb as they held onto it phase after 
phase.  Right from kick off it was obvious that was their game plan and they certainly executed it well.  
 
Why they chose to take that route was also obvious not long after kick off. They were not keen to take us 
on out wide and even with the little ball they got our backs gave their opposites plenty of reasons not to 
venture too far from the pack.  Hadleigh Parkes celebrated his 50th game for the club at this level by 
personally terrorising the Brighton midfield which included Crusader and Junior All Black, Ryan Crotty.  He 
let them know they were not going to have an easy day even when they did have the ball 10 minutes after 
the start by gathering his own charge down to score.  Sam Monaghan was also prominent punishing 
wayward Brighton kicks by sparking counter attacks, one of which was converted in to a try by winger 
Richard McLaughlin.  Sam also picked up a drop goal and Jason Merrett converted both tries. 
 



Despite the lack of time with the ball we came out of the first half up 17 – 3 and the only team on the 
paddock creating try scoring opportunities. 
 
Turning with the strengthening wind in our face proved to be decisive.  This suited New Brighton’s game as 
they turned possession into field position and camped in our 22.  The pressure was all designed to generate 
mistakes from us and limit our ability to take advantage of their mistakes.  By midway through the half 
Brighton had clawed back two tries and our lead had been cut to 4 points.  Our defence, for the large part, 
was holding firm and giving little away in opportunities.  Our penalty count for the whole game was only 7 
and we made 104 tackles to their 47.  
 
But one bit of fortune was all it took. They crossed for the decisive try with less than 10 minutes to go.  
 
To our boys credit they gave it everything in those final minutes.  We had more share of the ball in that 
time than we had had in the rest of the match.  To Brighton’s credit they were not deterred by the 
onslaught.  There own defence was up to the task and full time blew with them in front 20 – 17.  They were 
worthy winners and they got to hold up the DCL Shield for the first time since game 3 2009 when we 
relieved them of the privilege. 
 
At the end of the day, a loss is a loss which means Tuesday’s debrief had to be about the how we hadn’t 
helped ourselves.  But we are still in good position to win this competition and we get another chance to 
earn “redemption at the confessional” this week. 
 
Star Turns 
This was a big name game.  New Brighton rolled out 4 Super 14 players with 2 of them having had national 
experience.  To counter that our stars had to stand up.  By the end of the game Hadleigh, Sam and Matt 
Todd would have been fairly satisfied with their own performances.  All three would have given the 
Canterbury selectors plenty to think about.  In short, they were immense both on and off the paddock.  For 
Parkesy it was a real captains knock all week and it was appropriate that he walked off with Player of the 
Day and the Yellow Jersey.
