April and the rugby season has started, but don’t forget there are still things to do in the 
garden before you kiss the wife on the cheek and say I’ll see you about 7pm.  Winter is 
near. 



I went to the Ellerslie flower show. What a great event for Christchurch, it was spectacular 
and really worth seeing so get along next year. 
Well back to the garden, it’s this time of the year with the higher moisture and lower 
temperatures we get black spot, mildew and rust on roses.  Get the shield out and start 
spraying. 
 
Feed fruit and citrus trees to help them thought the winter.  It is very important to get good 
mulch around them, this is so important for all trees, shrubs and the verge garden.  It 
makes a big difference keeping the soil warm, moisture in and the weeds at bay. 
 
Get the winter vege in eg collie, cabbage, beans and leeks.  Plant out the garden you have 
finished with till next year in mustard seed or lupin to be dug in. 
 
Tomatoes that are still green, cut off at the bottom of the plant and hang upside down in the 
garage to ripen.  Get that grass grub insecticide into the lawn now before it eats all the 
lawn. water it in well.  Then it’s off to rugby, the mrs’s will turn the hose off later.  She will be 
so pleased you have done a bit around the place.

They had 
stood up to the biggest pack in Christchurch club rugby and not been beaten. 
 
The momentum was with us.  Keiran Fonotia at second five was making the advantage line and taking 2 to 3 
defenders with him.  Loose forwards Matt Todd, Sam Dampney and Gary ruled the breakdown and our 
tight five were in charge at scrum and lineout.  Scores continued to happen.  Hadleigh Parkes got over for a 
try at the 10 minute mark, Jason converted and over the next 30 minutes the score ticked over as Hadleigh 
turned a handling error into a drop goal and Jason kicked 2 more penalties. 
 
As an indication of the potential that exists within a club like Linwood, Crusader Steve Fualau got himself 
over the line through a fine touchline charge but not before winger, Kieran Kite, tipped him onto his back as 
he went over.  Ref, James Munro went looking for a TMO to help with the decision and had to have a 
serious think before calling it.
