FROM DIV ONE MANAGEMENT….. 
 

Another solid win giving us the platform for a great win in the Pennant round after Sydenham lost to 
Burnside.  As always in a competition this long, consistent performance wins out. 
 
How we saw last week’s game. 
University beat us pre-season and then came very close to beating us in the first round.  We had plenty of 
reasons, therefore, to treat this game with a lot of respect.  From the kick off a motivated and controlled 
performance gradually took us into the driving seat.  Our set piece was effective in winning us ball and the 
boot was used well to move us into attacking positions.  On the first real move into University’s half a good 
lineout win by Chris Mason gave Baydon Phillips quick ball to attack with from halfback.  University’s 
attempts to contain the situation led to a kickable penalty which Jason Merrett had no problem taking, 
giving us the early points.  
 
Within minutes we were back hard on attack as our line break king, Mark Abbott, again busted in the middle 
and set up a chance which ended with a knock on.  University failed to clear giving us the chance to counter 
attack from halfway and, after dragging them across to the right another promising situation was snuffed out 
on the left by desperate defence.  All this pressure eventually generated a penalty but, luckily for University, 
Jase had the unusual experience of watching the ball go wide. 
 
This pattern continued for most of the first quarter with the only deviation being a break out by University 
from their half way line which required some desperate defence of our own.  That attack ended with a 
penalty for University to make it 3 – 3.  
 
Despite making all the play we found ourselves exactly where we started points wise but with a lot of 
reasons to be confident about our game plan.  That confidence generated results two minutes later when a 
strike move off a scrum centre field had Richard McLaughlin crossing the line on the right wing.  As he has all 
season Jase made the most of the scoring opportunities and picked up the extra’s to put us up 10 – 3. 
 
University again got to visit our half through the kick off but this time the threat was repelled by some good 
work at the breakdown by Nick Martin.  We then moved the game back into their half and camped there, 
but, unfortunately we were unable to take advantage of the opportunities that came our way until a scrum 
on the University 5m line gave us the chance to build some pressure. After several re-sets Baydon ran the 
ball left to create a hole for blindside flanker, Chris Mason, to run into and score.  Another well executed 
strike move. Jase did the honours to make it 17 -3 as the ref blew time on the first half. 
 
The University coaches made the most of the break to make some changes to their game plan.  Then having 
collected the ball off their own kick off, University kicked into the corner, forced us to kick out, won the 
lineout and set up for the drive over.  That gave them the platform to collect the try, which they were unable 
to convert. 
 
With it working really well the first time they decided to play that way for the rest of the half and the game 
turned into an arm wrestle for the ball.  University were able to build a bit of pressure this way and used that 
to collect a number of penalties off our defence.  Two of these they converted so that mid way through the 
half we were sitting on a score line of 17 – 14.  
 
Things got a little tense from there on in but the combination of Scott Vessey’s fresh legs in our scrum 
delivering some real dominance in that area, holding the ball for longer once we got our hands on it and the 
ref having enough of the persistent infringing at the break down and binning two University players meant 
that we went into the final 10 minutes with a bit of momentum. 
 



With only minutes left Baydon Phillips, playing now at first five, got himself into the clear and passed off to 
Will Hurst, running a great line from depth, to score another good try.  Jase wound the clock down with a 
conversion that took the score 24 -14 . 
 
Star Turns 
Jase turned in another good performance with the boot.  His game average for the season is now running at 
over 10 points per game.  Other good performances came from Baydon Phillips who had impact whether 
playing at halfback or first five and Will Hurst who was pretty lively around the paddock while being part of a 
solid performing front row.  In the end though, the POD went to Sam Dampney who played well in his first 
start since breaking his arm against New Brighton in game 7. 
 
The yellow jersey went to Scott Vessey who put in a good performance after also putting in a big week with 
Tasman. 
 
Injury Update 
Gary Redmond was given a break last week after carrying a couple of niggles through the last few weeks and 
Jesse Rush withdrew from last week’s squad with an infected finger.  Both are likely to be available this 
week. 
 
This Week 
Apart from the obvious desire of both teams to make the trophy final, both teams will go into this game with 
a bit of added spice.  In our case, we lost to Sydenham last time we met 3 weeks ago (and with that the last 
chance to get the DCL shield this year).  Sydenham lost last weekend which meant that Burnside’s name will 
be on the DCL Shield as holders for 2010 consigning Sydenham to third in the pennant after leading for most 
of the round.  Nothing like having to swallow bitter pills to ratchet up motivation.  It’ll be a big game and we 
would love to see you at Christchurch Park this Saturday.
